The abstract should state briefly the purpose of the research, the principal results and major conclusions. References should be avoided, however if necessary cite author(s) and year(s).
1. Introduction 
State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background. Avoid a detailed literature review or a summary of the results [1].

Divide your article into clearly defined and numbered sections. Any subsection may be given a brief heading. Subsections should be numbered 1 (1.1, 1.2 etc.) than 2 etc.

2.1 Samples preparation (i.e.) (Body text: TIMES NEW ROMAN 11)

Provide sufficient detail to allow the work to be reproduced
2.2 Raman spectroscopy ( i.e.) (Body text: TIMES NEW ROMAN 11)
2.3 Statistical analysis ( i.e.) (Body text: TIMES NEW ROMAN 11)
2. Results

Results should be clear and concise.
3. Discution (Body text: TIMES NEW ROMAN 11)
This should explore the significance of the results. Do not repeat them but discuss and compare with other literature reports, however avoid extensive citations and discussion of published literature. A combined Results and Discussion section is often appropriate [2].
